ANR Welcomes Express Percentage Terms Commitment
News retailers have welcomed a commitment from Express Newspapers to maintain their current percentage terms as part of a cover price increase. 


There will be a 5p increase for the Daily Express and Sunday Express, while increases for the Star are regionally dependent. Despite the increases, retailers’ percentage terms will remain the same, allowing them to fully benefit from the extra cash margin.

ANR Managing Director John Lennon said: “This is very welcome at a time when retailers face ever increasing costs coupled with extremely high carriage charges from news wholesalers.

“We would urge other publishers contemplating an increase in their cover price to follow the lead of Express Newspapers and maintain retailers’ percentage terms.

Publishers cannot hide behind the myth that a small cash increase is acceptable.  A percentage terms cut is a cut in the retailers’ income and therefore threatens their livelihood.”
